Minutes of the meeting of the Project Approval Board held on 9t May, 2018 to
consider the Annual Work Plan & Budget (AWP&B) 2018-19 of Samagra
Shiksha for the State of Andhra Pradesh.

1. INTRODUCTION

The meeting of the Project Approval Board (PAB) for considering the Annual
Work Plan and Budget (AWP&B) 2018-19 under Samagra Shiksha for the State of
Andhra Pradesh was held on 09-05-2018. The list of participants who attended the
meeting is attached at Annexure-1.

Sh. Maneesh Garg, Joint Secretary (SE-I) welcomed the participants and
invited the State representatives led by Sh. Adityanath Das, Spl. Chief Secretary (SE),
Ms. K. Sandhya Rani, Commissioner, School Education & Sri.G.Srinivas, SPD and
invited them to brief on the initiatives undertaken by the State.

2, INITIATIVES OF THE STATE

o State has put in place a strong School Information Management System (SIMS) to
support all the activities and interventions including UDISE, SSA, RMSA, Teacher
Training, Teacher Transfers, etc.

e Andhra Pradesh is the first State in the country to identify Qut of School
Children {00SC) on Aadhaar basis. The number of OoSC increased abnormally
from 34, 880 in 2016-17 to 1,05,845 in 2017-18 registering an increase of
70,965 (203.45%).

s The student enrolment data is 100% Aadhaar seeded and duplicate/double
enrolments are eliminated. The State has put in place child wise tracking to
track the children dropping out in the current year based on previous years
data from Government or Private unaided schools. :

e State students have shown significant improvement in National Assessment
Survey performance. In NAS, State performance is better than the National
average in Languages, Mathematics and Environmental Science. The Post NAS
activities are being taken up by the State.

e State is tracking the child wise Assessments in all CCE formats of Summative
and Formative conducted from Class 6th to 10th to identify the gaps and
disseminate the same to all stake holders.

e The UDISE data is cross validated with the State Household Data - Praja
Sadhikara Survey - and identified 8.89 Lakh children in the school age group not
found to be in schools. Through AP-GER mobile APP and intensive field level




verification 3.36 Lakh children out of 8.96 lakhs have been brought back to @
Schools.

e A comprehensive programme with 5 verticals named “Vidya Viksham” is
designed for improving student learning outcomes in the State. This includes
several interventions on the following 5 key areas:

* (lass wise Summer Remediation programme

* Remedial teaching training skills for teachers.

* Training of Teachers on effective utilization of Digital Content.

" Assessment Cell for continuous monitoring of assessments and
dissemination. i.e. SMS to the parents, Teachers on performance

But, while logging with any
one of the district logins the total State
balance and other District balances
information are showing on the portal
which causes non-transparency in the
system.

So, the registration of sub district units
and Schools (SMCs) are kept idle for a
time. Once misinterpretation is
resolved, the State will start the
process.

Reasons: Distribution / release of
funds to the sanctioned works is less




than the work done value. This is
resulting in slow progress at the
finishing stages. Hence, it has become
inevitable to carry forward the works
in progress to the next year spill over
programme.

Educational Indicators
The GPIin Class II has decreased abnormally from 0.92 in 2016-17 to 0.80

in 2017-18.

The number of Upper Primary schools/sections (Govt.+Aided). has
decreased from 12089 in 2016-17 to 11514 in 2017-18 registering a

decrease of 575 (4.76%).

The number of Teachers in Govt. Schools fClass 1 to XII) has decreased
from 190077 in 2016-17 to 181679 in 2017-18 registering a decrease of

8398 (4:42%).

Number of out of school children have increased abnormally from 34880
in 2016-17 to 105845 in 2017-18 registering an increase of 70965

(203.45%).

The Annual average Dropout Rate at secondary level as 50% and at Hr.
Secondary as 100% is very high and impossible. State was asked to

recheck their data and re-submit.

The percentage of girls of SC, ST and Muslims have decreased from
48.54%, 48.06% and 48.11% respectively in the 2016-17 to 20.06%,
6.55% and 7.79% respectively in 2017-18, which needs to be re-checked.

State has to redeploy 93 surplus teacher at Primary level and 311 teachers

at Upper Primary level.




Access and Retention

State is reporting 103190 Out of School Children (00SC), while IMRB
(2014) estimated 107829 out of school children and census 2011 has
reported 1302512 Children being out of school in the age group 6-14
years.

Schools sanctioned under SSA have not been notified by the State.
Consequently, status of schools and teachers remain ad hoc and their
continuation is linked to the continuation of central support.

The State need to notify the area and limits of Neighborhood for
Transportation/Escort in its RTE Rules and will categorise it as child
entitlement.

There is a greater need for close monitoring and supervision in the
residential schools and hostels as they all are being managed by Non-
Governmental organizations.

State has shifted one hostel sanctioned to the District of Chittoor to the
district of Nellore without PAB approval. State was informed that this is
not allowed under the Scheme as it has serious repercussions. The district
wise information on residential schools and hostels is furnished by MHRD
at various levels including to constitutional bodies. Such a unilateral
change in the status may lead to furnishing of wrong information at
national level. However, ex-post facto approval was given in view of the
request of the State. Shifting of one hostel from District Anantpur to the

District Chittor was approved, as proposed by the State that it was no
longer required in District Anantpur.

e Learning outcomes for class Il (Languages 77.82%, Maths 73.06, EVS
72.41) Class V (Languages 66.6%, Maths 64.02%, EVS 63.51%) and Class

44.22%), shows that there is a sharp decline in Class VIII which requires
special focus.

Teacher Education

e As per the scheme, 325 academic posts {@25 per DIET x 13 DIETs) have to

be sanctioned. The State Govt. has 340 sanctioned posts, out of which only
66 are filled up i.e. 80% vacancy.



As per the scheme, 51 academic posts (@17per CTE x 3 CTEs) have to be
sanctioned. The State Govt. has sanctioned 51 posts, out of which only 19
are filled up i.e. 62% vacancy.

As per the scheme, 26 academic posts (@26 per IASE x 1 JASE) have to be
sanctioned. The State Govt. has 20 sanctioned posts, out of which only 2
are filled up i.e. 90% vacancy.

As per the scheme, 45 academic posts have to be sanctioned in SCERT.
State Govt. has sanctioned only 35 posts, out of which, only 10 are filled up
i.e. 78% vacancy.

State Govt. has conducted the last Teacher Eligibility Test (TET) from 21
February to 2nd March, 2018 through online mode. The student pass
percentage is 57.88% in Paper-1, 37.26% in paper-2 (Maths and Science),
38.22% in paper-3 (Social science) and 42.60% in paper-4 (Language).

Status of DIKSHA Implementation ~ State Government of Andhra Pradesh
has appointed SCERT as the nodal agency and Director, SCERT as the nodal
officer. State has also formed a steering committee on implementation of
DIKSHA which will review the work PMU, content and technology related
activities.

Status of SCERT Restructuring - The proposal on restructuring of SCERT
has been prepared as suggested by MHRD, Guideline. Five Divisions are
proposed to be created by the State. In all 15 departments are proposed to
be clustered under these 5 Divisions. As per the MHRD guidelines, State
will adopt Model -II. Separate cadre for Teacher Educators has already
been established.

Strengthening of DIETSs - The reconceptualization of DIETs have been done
and the State has adopted model- 1. State will continue with both the pre-
service and in-service training in all the DIETs. The State will adopt the
five academic branches model, as proposed by the MHRD Guideline. The
proposal has been submitted to the State Government for approval.
However, the DIETs have huge vacancies and State was advised to fill-up
these posts to ensure proper quality of pre-service training.

Kasturba Gandhi Balika Vidyalaya (KGBVs): -

State is yet to complete construction of 106 KGBVs (Type IV)/Girls
Hostels sanctioned in the year 2011-12.

Teachers Recruitment and Policy:

11576 posts. of teacher’s are vacant in the State at primary level; while
there are no vacant posts of teachers sanctioned under erstwhile SSA.
2040 teacher’s posts are vacant in the State at upper primary level; while
there are no vacant posts of teachers sanctioned under erstwhile SSA.
34.52% posts are vacant at Secondary Level.

8. ACTUAL RELEASES BY GOI DURING 2018-19

Against the above estimates, Central Government shall provide to the State
Government Rs. 1101.73 crore as its share (Rs. 813.08 crore for elementary,
Rs. 282.67 crore for secondary & senior secondary and Rs. 5.98 crore for
_Teacher Education). The State would contribute Rs. 734.48 crore as its State
share matching the above Central share as per the existing fund sharing pattern of
Samagra Shiksha.

It is recommended that the State should meet the balance amount from its
own resources including the additional funds devolved under the 14th Finance
Commission. As per Section 7(5) of the RTE Act, 2009, the State Government
shall after taking into consideration the sum provided by the Central
Government above and the mandatory matching State share, provide the
balance funds necessary to fulfill the estimate for the implementation of the
Act.

It is likely that additional funds will be received subsequently during the year.
A meeting for considering supplementary releases may, therefore, be held in the
month of September-October, 2018.
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The release of funds under the scheme will be further guided by the following
conditions:

(i) State should release/transfer the central share to State implementing
) Society within 15 days of its receipt in the State treasury.
" (i)  The State share should be released to the State Implementing Society

within one month of the release of the central share.

(i)  All releases by the Centre would be subject to fulfillment of provisions
of GFR by the State.

(iv)  The 1st Installment would be released based on provisional utilization
certificate for 2017-18 and subject to full release of proportionate State
share.

(v) The second instalilment would be released only after (a) the

(i) Free Uniforms: An outlay of Rs. 18008.53 lakh was estimated for free
uniforms for 3001422 children at Elementary level.

(i) Free Textbooks: An outlay of Rs. 9167.99 lakh was estimated for free
textbooks for 2938545 children at Elementary level.

(iii) Special Training for age appropriate admission of out-of-school
children (00SC) at Elementary Level: An outlay of Rs. 7639.40 lakh
was estimated for residential/non-residential special trainings,
interventions for migrant children and for coverage of religious
institutions.

Funds for Quality (LEP, Innovation, Guidance, etc): An outlay of
Rs. 14019.33 lakh was estimated for different Quality related
interventions at Elementary and Secondary level. Programmes
approved at Elementary level are Logic Language Life Skills (LLL
Programme), Ganitha Kalitha Andolana, Mother tongue based multi
lingual education in tribal areas, local dialect programme and Vindam
Nerchukundam Programme, Learning Enchancement programme and
other innovation programme.

Programmes approved at Secondary and Senior Secondary level
are Vidhyarthi Nestham, Career Guidance/ Counseling, Computational
Thinking, Social Media Campaigns, Kala Utsav, Learning Enhancement
Programme and other inngvation programme, etc.

(ii) Training of In- Service Teachers, Head Teachers : A total outlay of Rs.

2224.09 Lakh was estimated for in-service trainings (I to XII Class), out
of which -

a) For In-Service Training (Class I- VIII) an outlay of Rs. 695.70
Lakh was estimated for 10 days training of teachers of Class I-
VIII '

b) For In-Service Training (Class IX- XII) an outlay of Rs. 731.66
.Lakh was estimated for 10 days Maths, Science & other specific
“subject trainings and 5 days physical educators training.

¢) For Induction Training (Elementary and Secondary) an
outlay of Rs. 300.00 Lakh was estimated for 5000 primary and
Rs. 323.10 Lakh 5385 secondary teachers for 20 days.

d) For Resource Persons and Master Trainers training
(Elementary and Secondary) an outlay of Rs. 23.40 Lakh was
estimated for elementary and Rs. 62.40 Lakh for secondary level
resource persons and master trainers for 10 days.

e) For School Leadership Training of Head
Teachers/Principals/RPs (Elementary and Secondary) an
outlay of Rs. 0.21 lakh was estimated for 52 Head teachers at
elementary level and Rs. 62.40 Lakh was estimated for 1300
Head teachers at Secondary level. For one month certificate
course on School Leadership Training Program, an outlay of Rs.
6.00 Lakh was estimated.

f) For Training of Educational Administrators (Elementary
and Secondary) an outlay of Rs 17.00 Lakh was estimated for
elementary level and Rs. 2.22 for Secondary level for 5 days
training.

(iii) Composite School Grant: An outlay of Rs 14597.75 lakh was estimated

for composite school grant for 44603 schools as per enrolment norms.
These funds should be utilized as per the guidelines laid down for
utilization of school grant.
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(iv) Padhe Bharat Badhe Bharat (Library Grant): - An annual library
grant was estimated with the total outlay of Rs 2235.02 lakh for 36354
schools.

The funds for books and libraries need to be utilized in

accordance with the detailed guidelines being issued by MHRD. The
following points need to be kept in mind:

a) Age appropriate books published by NCERT, NBT, State Government
Publications, SCERT may be procured.

b) States/UTs may try to set up Readers’ Club in schools in a phased
manner with the help of National Centre for Children’s
Literature(NCCL), a wing of National Book Trust.

¢) During the first year, no magazines and newspapers can be procured
from the funds meant for library books.

d) States/UTs may constitute a committee to select age appropriate
books from NCERT and NBT and to make guidelines for use of libraries
including number of periods in the govt. schools,

e} The schools may make provision of Reading Room/Reading
Corner/Reading space and two periods in a week may be dedicated as
reading periods in school time table.

f) One teacher may be given the additional responsibility of custody of
library books, issuing and receiving back of books who in turn may be
relaxed from teaching for two periods in a week.

(v] Rashtriya Avishkar Abhiyan (RAA): An outlay of Rs. 1116.80 lakh
was estimated for various activities like Science exhibitions, study trips,
quiz Competitions, Science Exhibition / Book Fair, Exposure Visits
within and outside State, learning enhancement (remedial teaching),
Science and Maths kits etc.

(vi)ICT and Digital Initiatives:- An outlay of Rs. 3000.00 lakh was
estimated for blended learning programme (for digital classrooms) in
1000 Secondary Schools. The blended learning model coupled with the
pre-existing infrastructure of the digital classroom will allow tracking
of student learning behavior and giving teachers the opportunity to
support their classes despite their heterogeneous styles of learning.
The list of schools is at Annexure - II. For SHaala Kosh, Rs. 480.00 Lakh
was estimated to implement 24 modules in all 44781 Government
Secondary and Higher Secondary Schools.

The-utilization of these funds need to be in accordance of the detaijled
Guidelines issued under Operation Digital Board. The following need to
be kept in mind, specifically, during procurement:

a) Inventory of each item will be maintained and the concerned school
Principal will be in-charge of ensuring that all hardware and

software has been marked as inventory items. The record of ICT
inventory, school wise, has to be maintained online and made
available to MHRD as and when required.

States and UTs have to ensure that Annual Maintenance Contract
(AMC) for each hardware item procured under ICT scheme has been
entered into.

In order to ensure that computers installed in the schools are being
used, software which indicates when the computers are turned on or
off, linked to the State server, must be put in place.

As per IT Act 2000 it has to be ensured that effective firewalls and
appropriate control filters and monitoring software mechanism are
installed in all computers in schools. Please consult local NIC for
installing a government approved, free firewall.

(vii) Support to Pre-Primary Level: An outlay of Rs. 546,43 Lakh was
estimated for developing learning infrastructure in the anganwadis
and Teaching Learning Material in 1031 schools.

(viii) Academic support to through BRC/URC/CRC: An outlay of Rs.
9698.85 Lakh was estimated for BRC support and salaries of CWSN
Resource persons (1360), MIS Coordinators (680), Data Entry
Operators (680) and Accountants (727). For CRC support, an outlay of
Rs. 12263.36 Lakh was estimated for the salary of CRC Coordinator
(4034), Meeting TA and Contingency, etc.
